STEP 1 – Create or Sign in to your IRCC secure account

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STEP 3 – Your document checklist 

This is a sample list of documents you need to submit in order to apply. The list will depend on what and how 
you answered the questionnaire and based your country of origin. An example, some may be asked to submit 
Family information (IMM5707) instead. You cannot proceed until each file has been uploaded. Select the 
question mark button to learn more about each document. 
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STEP 4 – Submitting and completing your application 
Follow the prompts to pay your fees and complete your application. 
 

After you have started your application, your information will be saved for 60 days. Whenever you log in back 
to your GCKey account, your application will be listed and looks like below. You can always go back, click 
“Continue application” to edit, then submit the application when you’re ready.  

 
 

After you submit your payment, you will see a page that confirms that your application has been submitted. It 
will have more information on the next steps. Shortly after you submit, you will also receive a confirmation 
message in your account. You might consider downloading the Letter of Submission as a proof that your study 
permit has been submitted.
